Voter Photo ID Requirement

Beginning with the 2023 municipal elections, North Carolina voters will be asked to show
photo ID when they check in to vote. Voters who vote by mail will be asked to include a

photocopy of an acceptable ID when returning their ballot by mail.

WHAT PHOTO ID CAN | USE?

o Driver’s license/non-driver ID from another state, D.C. or U.S. Note: Voters ages 65+ may use an expired
territory (only if voter registered in NC within 90 days of election) ID if it was unexpired on their 65* birthday.

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On the form, the voter will choose from the following permitted exceptions:

o Voter has a “reasonable impediment” preventing them from showing ID.
o Voter has a religious objection to being photographed.

o Voter was a victim of a natural disaster within 100 days before Election Day.
