CALL TO ORDER/WELCOME

Susan Sneeringer called the meeting to order and welcomed all in attendance. 

DISCUSSION ITEMS

The Committee discussed the need to speak with the Tax Collectors office regarding tax deferrals and credits and any other local tax benefits for historic landmarks. 
Dries Jansma informed the committee that the Seven Gables property owners may no be interested in a landmark designation. He was curious if visitation by the public is indeed a requirement for landmark status.

Susan Sneeringer brought up the Historic and Cultural Resources Sections for each of the Small Area Plans that had been conducted in the County. A Historic Property inventory for the Dana and Edneyville Communities has been conducted using existing County data. Staff informed the committee that copies of the small area plan supplemental materials would be available at the next meeting.

The committee than discussed having another workshop for design guidelines and that the next meeting would be designated for that purpose. It was also discussed that Tim Murphy (City of Hendersonville) had a useful flow chart for Certificates of Appropriateness that should be acquired by the committee.
Staff and the HRC members discussed the goals and needs of the committee and future meeting dates. The HRC members decided that the next meeting would be held at 3:00pm on November 17, 2010.
